Time for Transitioning Students to Make Changes

The end of the 2016/2017 academic year is just around the corner so it is time for students with

disabilities who are transitioning out of the school system to make decisions about their next steps.
At Enable, we offer a variety of services that help youth in transition be as independent as possible.
It is our goal to help make dreams and plans for the future come true for students with disabilities.

Enable provides Day, Residential, In Home, and
Respite Services for Transitioning Students.

Enable Day Services provide structured life skills
training at three locations: Fusion (Middlesex
County); Roszel (Mercer County); and Victorian
(Hunterdon County). Our individualized
programming ensures that eligible young people are actively involved in social, recreational and
educational activities in the community. Training in daily living skills is offered including budgeting, food
shopping, transportation safety, and more. Participants build their verbal, written and interpersonal
communication skills. A behavioral therapist is available as needed to work with staff to provide positive
behavioral supports and interventions. Victorian provides services for individuals with medical
conditions. Enable operates year round (except certain holidays) and offers a structured day, Monday to
Friday, for up to 30 hours/week. Transportation is provided.

Enable In Home Services offer private, personal care assistance for young people in their own homes.
This includes assistance with self-care tasks including help with bathing and showering, dressing, eating,
personal hygiene and grooming, and more. In addition, we provide support for instrumental activities of
daily living (IADLs) skills that are not necessary for fundamental functioning, but allow an individual to
live independently in a community. This includes preparing to handle regular housework, take
medications as prescribed, manage money, shop for groceries or clothing, use technology, and more.
Enable is qualified by the COSC (Children’s System of Care) as a home health agency providing respite
and individual support services as well as by DDD (Division of Developmental Disabilities) for persons
over 21 years.
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Enable Respite Care gives family caregivers a short
period of rest or relief by arranging alternate care.
Respite can also be provided when the family
caregiver is temporarily absent or disabled for any
reason. Our respite services may include taking
children to after-school or weekend recreational
activities, self-directed and in-home respite, and
more.

Enable Residential Supports provide a variety of
services for young people aged 21 and older who
are ready to transition into their own homes. Enable’s small group homes include a maximum of 4-

5 people in private or shared rooms, while supervised apartments are usually 1-2 bedrooms for 1-2
people. Our caring, round-the-clock staff places a premium on fostering meaningful interpersonal
relationships within the home and the community. Within our community living settings, Enable offers
assistance with daily living tasks (cooking, cleaning, bathing, etc.); transportation to and from activities
and appointments; and medical, therapeutic, and other types of care as needed.
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
